Use the sample exam questions in the Reader to test your knowledge.  Use the office hours to ask about what you do not understand.
6. Exams & Quizzes: You are responsible for the material in the class lectures, videos, and readings in the Lecture Guide, handouts, and the reader.  Exam questions are taken from these as well as the lecture material. Any late work will be deducted a full grade per day late.  
• Quizzes on Blackboard can be taken multiple times; you are encouraged to take them as many times as you can until you get 100% by the due date.  Any problems or issues with quizzes must be taken care of within 2 days; beyond the 2-day grace period, the quiz will not be available. Letter grades are not assigned to each individual exam.  Letter grades will be determined at the end of the semester Final letter grades are based on: 



"A" = 90% & above; "B" = 80-89%; "C"= 70-79%; "D"=60-69%; "F"= 59% & below.  


These include plus and minus.  You will get a letter grade at the end of the semester; if you wish to have the credit / no credit grading option, you must sign-up online at “My SFSU” by March 30.  Once you sign up for CR/NC, you may NOT change this option once the due date is passed.  For those students electing the credit/no credit grading option a grade of "C minus" is required for course credit.  70%   is about the cut off for a "C minus". 
10. Dropping/Withdrawing from the course: You are responsible for dropping until the last day to drop (2/24). You may withdraw by written petition (withdrawal form) between  2/25 and 3/30; between 3/31 and 4/28 written documentation of a serious and compelling reason, such as an increase or change in job hours, illness, etc., which prevent the student from attending class, must accompany the written petition. A grade of “W” will appear on your record. The documentation must be on official stationary from your employer or physician (including dates). An unofficial SFSU transcript and current semester’s schedule must accompany the withdrawal petition and documentation. Not doing well in a class, enrolling without appropriate prerequisites, finding a class boring or too hard are not considered appropriate reasons for withdrawal during this time period.  From 4/29 – 5/19 withdrawals normally will be approved only for verified cases of accident or serious illness clearly outside of a student’s control, and usually the request involves total withdrawal from the University.  A student may withdraw from an individual course only 2 times no matter what the circumstances are.  The third time that the student enrolls in the same course they cannot withdraw for any reason.  All petitions are to be given to Ann.
