NOTE: I think there is a fair bit of material about this subject. Also one of the things that you’re going to have to deal with is how the camera/you engage with the subject, up close and dirty, or stand-off distant observer. Obviously there are political consequences for either, and subsequently the potential for different research trajectories. 
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
