NOTE: Su-yin, after I’ve thought about this a bit more I realized that there is a fair bit of research on POV shots in the genre of horror – specifically the sub-genre of the slasher. The POV shot becomes the common parlance of the disembodied stalking killer. Also, I know you’re interested in the creative use of subtitles – see Ghost Dog for another example of this. 
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
