Attention International Business Students:

For your IBUS classes with Prof. Heiman, you are required to keep up with the world’s business news through routine reading of the Financial Times.  For clarity: DAILY reading of the FT is REQUIRED in all Prof. Heiman’s classes.

There are a variety of ways to do this both by paying yourself and by using the library’s subscription.  

There are some differences between the printed newspaper version of the Financial Times and the web site FT.com.  In some cases, the ft.com articles may be the exclusive content of the web site, may eventually be printed in the newspaper a day or so later, or may be articles from the newspaper version.  

In general, and for maximum utility in Prof. Heiman’s classes, the FT is best searched using the web interface, and is best read using the print edition. 

Read the UK or the US edition, the articles have a high degree of overlap, but they are different publications for different markets. Having said that., the Prof. prefers (slightly) the US edition.

You have the following options to access content from both FT.com and the Financial Times:
OPTIONS 3 and 4 are NOT ENOUGH TO SATISFY THE REQUIREMENT!

CHOOSE EITHER OPTION 1 or 2 AND USE OPTIONS 3 AND/OR 4 to SUPPLEMENT!!

1. Subscribe to FT.com, the web site of the financial times.  The student prices are very competitive. You have to remember to read the web site every day. Many students fail to do this. This is NOT the preferred option.
2. Subscribe to the Financial Times newspaper in print, again for a very competitive student price (this gets you limited ft.com access too). This is the preferred choice of Prof. Heiman because getting a paper delivered to your doorstep every day reminds you to read it, and most people then do. 

3. Use the FT.com web site to browse headlines. Also read articles in the Library’s Factiva database or ProQuest Newspapers database a day or two afterwards.  

In Factiva and ProQuest Newspapers:

FT.com content is available 2 days after the publication date.  

Financial Times content is available 1 day after the publication date.  

This may not be your first choice, but it is the free choice (or, at least, included in the cost of your tuition().  Plus, with your student ID and library pin numbers you can access library resources from home.  

4. For recent headlines in Financial Times (but not necessarily FT.com) you also can use the News Pages tab in Factiva.  Financial Times headlines are included in the page for United Kingdom sources.  
REPEATING: OPTIONS 3 and 4 are NOT ENOUGH TO SATISFY THE REQUIREMENT!

CHOOSE EITHER OPTION 1 or 2 AND USE OPTIONS 3 AND/OR 4 to SUPPLEMENT!!

Screen shots of our library databases highlighting how to access and search for articles in Factiva and ProQuest Newspapers are available in a separate downloadable file.  

Unfortunately, the Library no longer has a print subscription to the Financial Times.  The institutional subscription price changed a few years ago and became prohibitively expensive.  Plus, the newspapers tended to arrive a few days later than their publication date, which was no help for users needing timely daily access.  The Library DOES have back issues of the newspaper in microfiche, though, so if you need to get access to the formatted version or older articles from the newspaper, you can do this in our periodicals collection.
