Sound Edit





Introduction


Many different programs are available for manipulating sound. MIDI sounds are different from waveform and will be discussed later. Sound programs allow you to record sounds through the microphone and manipulate the sound using a variety of sound effects.  Sound files in Sound Edit program can be: Sound Edit, Instrument, AIFF, Wave, QT Movie, and  AU format used in WWW.  Macromedia bundles Sound Forge as the comparable sound edit  program for Windows.


Transferring Tracks from CDs to Harddisk:


Sound Edit can import files from CDs. Use the pull down menu Xtras and then choose Convert.  Tracks from regular CDs may also be transferred to the hard disk as a QT Movie by  using MoviePlay in Cameraman or MoviePlayer available on almost all Macs. 


Open MoviePlay application.  Select Open from the File Menu.  Click on Desktop. Double click on the CD. Click once on the Track you want transferred to harddisk. Click on “Convert”.  Click on the Options button. Enter values for Start and End options to select about one minute of recording.  Enter file name to be saved. Save it on the desktop.


One minute will occupy about 1.2 MB at 22.4 Hz. Once you have a sound file, you can then manipulate it in SoundEdit.





Assignment


The purpose of your assignment is to demonstrate your familiarity with the various options and sound effects in SoundEdit.  Your assignment must be on a single 3.5” diskette and the file format must be compatible with SoundEdit.  Your original should be a mono track. The completed assignment will  have two tracks in a single file -- your original unaltered sound file and the other track with the effects you have applied. Do not remove any segments of the sound file from either track. I listen and compare the two tracks by playing them over a few times. You should include a sampling of sound effects and editing which are clearly audible when played back. Your selection of the original “piece” of sound must be interesting.  The resulting sound track after applying the effects should also be interesting for a listener. My subjective judgment will be used for grading.  You may include a word file with only three of four sentences about the piece you have chosen and the effects you have applied,
