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This course explores physical and ideological migrations of both hetero and homosexuality and its relationship to ethnicity and race.  Readings trace individuals and ideas moving between regions marked and unmarked by officials borders.  Through the use of both secondary and primary sources, students will review not only recent scholarship on race, sexuality, and migration, but also engage in its “practice” by drawing conclusions through the analysis of “evidence.”  Assigned readings, class participation, two five-page papers, and one final seven-page research paper are required.

Use the assigned readings to craft a thoughtful, five-page answer to one of these questions.  The final paper is due the last day of finals week and requires research outside of class.  Explore a topic of your own choice and argue an interesting thesis in seven pages.  Use assigned readings to contextualize your point and base your argument in primary sources from your own research.  Papers are due at the beginning of class.  A third of a grade will be deducted from late papers for each day that it is late.
